• All entry fees are non-refundable. 
• Competitors must be 18 years or older on the day of the event. 
• The event organiser reserve the right to amend a team name if it is considered inappropriate or to avoid confusion 

or conflict with other teams. 
• The participant’s name and contact details will be kept by Waitrose in accordance with its privacy notice and will 

only be used in connection with the organisation and participation in the Wichelstowe Games. You have the right 
to have any date held about you removed at any time. Your information will be held for a maximum of 14 months 
following the completion of the games and may be used to notify you or a future Games Event.
